According to Utility Maps - F. Electric Vaults - Manholes (2014 Survey), there appears to be an
existing underground 12kV duct bank running directly under the building footprint. Is the cost to
relocate this duct bank to be included in the DB proposal? If so, please provide the depth, feeder
termination points, quantity of conduits, and qty/size of circuits and/or conductors to be
relocated.

It is understood by the University that the 12kV duct bank will have to be re-routed. It is
the Design-Builder’'s responsibility to relocate the duct-bank as needed to fit their
design-proposal. The cost of the relocation shall be included in the DB.

The Design-Builder is to limit the impact on occupied neighboring facilities.

The Design-Builder is responsible for field verification and survey of the depth, feeder
termination points, quantity/size of conduits and quantity/size of circuits.

The Assignable Square feet requirement for (Individual) Gender Inclusive Restrooms is
80SF each (per floor), and 320SF total. The Design-Builder is required to evaluate the
design of Gender inclusive Restrooms to ensure designs are code compliant. The
designs will also be compliant to University policies and meet the required capacity for

the building occupancy. As such, the Design-Builder may be required to have a larger
square footage dedicated to gender Inclusive restrooms. This does not reduce the
assignable square footage requirements for other spaces in the building program.

Please refer to UC Guidelines for Providing Gender Inclusive Facilities, provided in the
University-Furnished Information; which describes minimum requirement in UC-owned
new construction buildings to include of one gender inclusive restroom on each floor
where restrooms are required.

Additionally, the Design-Builder is required to provide multi-stall gender inclusive
facilities consistent with UC Riverside’s Multi-Stall Gender Inclusive Facilities Policy

part of the University’s Assignable SQFT requirement for the project. Sizing of all
restroom facilities should be consistent with building occupancy requirement and
ensure compliance with California Building Code.

The University considers that a Multi-Stall Gender Inclusive facility shall be located on
an easily accessible portion of the building.
